This Saturday, August 4th is the Feast of Saint John Vianney, patron saint of priests.  Throughout 

his holy life (1786-1859) St. John Vianney dedicated himself as a parish priest, catechist, 

confessor and spiritual director. In time, the small village of Ars in France where St. John Vianney lived 

became a place of pilgrimage when hundreds of the faithful came to the ñCure of Arsò for both physical and 

spiritual healing through this virtuous man.  
 

Through the intercession of St. John Vianney the Brooklyn Diocese launches a ñYear of Vocations: 

Reawaken the Callò on his feast day this Saturday.  Extending until August 4, 2018, Bishop DiMarzio, as 

shepherd of the flock in Brooklyn and Queens, is challenging the Diocese to a ñrenewedò commitment in 

vocation recruitment and calling upon everyone to double efforts to identify and recruit young men and 

women to the priesthood and religious life. 
 

Father Sean Suckiel is the Diocesan Vocation Director and in a letter to the priests of the Diocese last Spring 

Father Sean explains the purpose of the Year of Vocations:  ñ. . . it is not to be another program or just more 

work for us to do, but a renewal and a reawakening of spirit as to why we are priests and how we can 

encourage others to consider priesthood and religious life.ò 
 

On diocesan, deanery and parish levels there will be many different ways by which Jesusô appeal: ñpray 

therefore the Lord of the harvest to send out laborers into his harvestò (Lk. 10:2) will be made known.  

Events include a Called By Name Email Campaign, Tell Your Story Weekends, Project Andrew and Project 

Myriam, Holy Hours for Vocations and much more. 
 

Here at Our Lady of the Snows we are fortunate to have a Parish Vocations Committee which already seeks 

to foster vocations to the priesthood and religious life as well as to the single life and married life. Over the 

course of the ñYear of Vocationsò the Vocations Committee will promote these many exciting plans for an 

increase in church vocations.  If any parishioner would like to participate in the Vocations Committee please 

feel free to contact Father Jeremy or Deacon John. 
 

Lastly, everyone is encouraged to participate in the ñYear of Vocationsò and help identify and recruit young 

men and women to the priesthood and religious life.  It happens through prayer! 
 

Spend some time each day praying for an increase in vocations to 

the priesthood and religious life - when you offer your morning 

prayers, when you pray as a family in your home, when reciting 

the Rosary, etc.  Let us all partake in answering Jesusô plea to pray 

therefore, and may our prayer and the intercession of St. John 

Vianney, produce a rich harvest.
